	Anticipated problems

Technical:

If audio is not available tutors may need 

     to demonstrate the use of the mouse to “hover” and recognize that texts 

     changing colour often indicate a link. When the correct question is clicked the 

     computer feedback will be “well done!” on screen as well as audio.

· If no headphones are available tutors could work through some audio activities using speakers, where the whole class listens. This would in any case be more appropriate for demonstrations.

· Learners can make as many attempts they like to spell all words correctly. 

· Tutors should encourage learners to listen carefully to pronunciations and to repeat words they hear. Words can be replayed as many times as needed and learners can practise at their own pace.

· Tutors may need to show less able learners pictures clues of the items on the shopping list.  

· Tutors could print out a pre-corrected shopping list for less able learners. They can either match words to pictures or learn the spellings. 

· Corrected shopping lists re-typed by learners can be printed out to: enable learners to compare spellings with others; show the teacher; put into learners folders or teachers’ files for assessment purposes; use with the activity on page 10.

Pre-teaching

· Check if learners know what a shopping list is

· Ask if they use lists for anything else

Suggested follow-up activities

· Spelling tests and dictation activities based on a shopping list

· Learners could write their own shopping list for the week ahead

Pre-teaching

· Check if learners understand the concept of sorting categories
· Explain what reset means and the function of the reset button
Suggested follow-up activities

· Sort other food categories e.g. drinks / solids, sweet / savoury
· Activities and worksheets where learners pair/match associated categories together: hot/cold; etc.
· Find out what fruit and vegetables are grown in learners’ own countries
· Find out about each others’ favourite fruit and vegetables

	Teaching guidelines

General

· Numbers such as, 13/30; 15/50; 17/70 are often confused by ESOL students and have therefore been highlighted in this activity.  
· Tutors should encourage learners to listen carefully to pronunciations and to repeat words and dialogues they hear. Words can be replayed as many times as needed and learners can practise at their own pace.

· Tutors should encourage able learners to pay for all items on screen with as many combinations of coins as they are able to.

· This could be set up as a pair-work activity: able students can guess what the change should be for each purchase

Pre-teaching

· Learners should be familiar with numbers 1–100 and UK coins 1p-£1

· Learners should be familiar with simple question form: How much is/are …..?  

· Some preparatory class work on the language of shopping could precede activities 9 and 10

· Check if learners know what a market and a market trader is 

· Find out the name and location of their local markets

· Ask if they can name anything you could buy in a market 
· Teach regular plurals and the contraction: They’re

· Explain that 15p is the same as 15pence

Suggested follow-up activities
· Class role-plays using question forms: How much is it / are they please?


	Assumed knowledge

· Alphabet

· Use of mouse

· Ability to use computer keyboard

	Anticipated problems

 Technical

· There are several visual and audio components simultaneously on screen. This may confuse some learners

	Teaching guidelines

General

· Learners can print out and keep a copy of the full dialogue

· This could be set up as a pair-work activity: one person reads the dialogue, the other responds 

· Tutors should encourage learners to listen carefully to pronunciations and to repeat words and dialogues they hear (whilst looking at the words). The individual lines of the dialogue  can be replayed as many times as needed and learners can practise at their own pace.

Pre-teaching

· Some preparatory class work on dialogues and the language of shopping could precede activities 9 and 10

· Some new words/phrases in the dialogue may need to be pre-taught: total, anything else?

Suggested follow-up activities

· Class role-plays using question forms How much is it / are they please?
· Class outing to a local market with fact finding tasks

· Writing simple dialogues using given prompts

· Gap filling in semi-completed dialogues with words (less able learners)

· Completing half-written dialogues using phrases and sentences (able learners)
