She will welcome your group and give a brief introduction to the museum and students will have the opportunity to ask any questions they have prepared about the museum or their visit.

The students will be given a brief tour of the museum and then the group can decide which galleries they would like to return to, and use the worksheets for the Medical History gallery if they want to look at the windows in more detail in that gallery.

	Activities after the visit


According to the students’ level these could include:

1. Follow –up discussion and evaluation of the visit.

2. Writing a ‘Thank You’ letter to Khadija Khan, individually or as a group.

3. Making a poster of the visit using photographs, leaflets, postcards.

	Other things you can do


1. Launch Pad

You can push, pull or press any exhibit in this part of the museum; it’s very good experiential learning for language students at lower levels.

There is potential to do worksheet in this part of the museum, but its strength lays in non-paper based learning.

You can investigate aspects of light, sound, electricity, forces, energy and materials if you want to focus for language learning; you would need to pre-teach vocabulary related to this part of the museum.

Suggested duration: 1 hour

Maximum group size: 40

Location: Basement

2. On Air

A fantastic opportunity to do listening and speaking activity where the museum has a replica radio station where students can create their own radio programme. Students experience recording and broadcasting and have the opportunity to use the production suite including a mike, mixing desk and other technical equipment. Along side the studio is a series of screen-based interactives for students to find out more about sound and music.

Suggested duration: 1 hour

Maximum group size: 9 (including teacher)

Location: Floor 3
